2. Formative Assessments

· What are some examples of formative assessments currently being used in our schools?

· Members completed an assessment continuum to reflect upon the types of assessments used in the district
· Information was then shared in small groups
· Formative assessment definitions created by group members were shared as well as an additional resource of definitions
· A reference of formative assessment strategies was also distributed
· What questions might we still have about formative assessments?
