Data Administrator’s Meeting for February 10, 2010 
Meeting held at OCM (DLC), and video-conferenced at Homer HS (room 101) Cayuga, TST, and Oswego BOCES from 1- 3 pm
· Accountability Update

· 3-8 update- handout of timeline – The critical path from SED should be out in the not too distant future. Please pay attention to scoring and scanning deadlines. The earlier that districts can get the answer sheets to us the better. Once again, we have less than a week to process ALL answer sheets 3-8.
· Teacher of Record – What is it? Expect one year lag – Please see the handout on teacher of record. The bottom line is that it is a very complicated process. Also, it would appear that this year’s test results will be used for next year’s teacher evaluations, since next year’s tests will be given too late in the school year to be used for teacher assessments, related to the APPR
· Location changes – if a district has any school/s that changed grades, or merged with another school, or if a BOCES added a program, please let me know. If not, it is possible that students will not load if we don’t have the correct information in the warehouse tables.
· Ungraded students – need enter grade nine dates – There will now be ungraded students next year, but they would need to have an enter grade nine date if they are either attending a HS with regular ed. Students, eat lunch with regular education students, in a class with regular education students, etc. Otherwise, if they attend a BOCES it is possible that they wouldn’t get an enter grade 9 date until the year they turned 17.
· 8338 – Incarcerated students – not mandated this year.
· EWS – Early Warning System: SED is looking to develop an EWS and would like information from districts that use a model to predict student success. Please let me know if you have a system in place in your district, or contract out with a vendor.
· Update on Interim Assessments for Teacher Evaluations: Interim/Benchmark assessments will have to be approved by SED prior to districts using them. They can also be used as part of a teacher’s evaluation but SED would need to collect item data from them, not just a score, to be loaded to the warehouse. Before purchasing something for your district you may want to touch base with SED to see if it is on their approved list.
· UIAS update – They were to be released on Feb. 16th, but once again, there are problems with the reports. SED will release them for the RIC staff to review before they take a chance and send them out to districts.
· AVRs will be updated in L2 starting in March: Look for the 2010-11 reports to become available in early March in Level 2.
· L2 access/account provisioning, and single sign-on issue – access to the Level 2 reports will now be controlled by SED and not by the RIC. As we get more information on how this will occur and look, I’ll pass it along.
· BOCES scanning issues: having a BOCES score and scan answer sheets is fraught with difficulties. SED has decided that at this time, they do not want the BOCES to score and scan the sheets, but to have them sent back to districts.
· BOCES teacher, course, grade issues for reporting, not accountability: It would appear that because the BOCES staff will also be held to the APPR requirements, that teacher and course data will need to be collected and reported for them as well. However, in order to make this happen, SED will have to treat them like a district for reporting purposes only, but the BOCES will not have accountability responsibility for their students, as that still belongs to the home district. 
· CTE – please check with your BOCES to see how the BOCES data will be reported for districts. I do know that the OCM BOCES will use SIS to input CTE program data for SIS districts. Non-SIS districts will be sent a file to load into their student management systems. Districts should also be aware that in-district programs exist in all high schools, as students can develop their own programs, now known as cohesive concentrations. There is an FAQ on the SED CTE website that can help district staff understand the reporting requirements.
· Special Ed. Update: Never certify without making sure the PD system has been updated with most recent data

· Update on SIRS changes for 11-12: See the handout from SED
· Refresh Schedules – Weekly - Begin each Thursday morning promptly at 7 am. Special Education Program Data will be pulled once a month unless there is a certification pending, or answer sheets need to be printed, etc. They are looking at the first Thursday of each month.
· RTTT Update
· College and Career Readiness Grad rate update versus Accountability Grad Rate – release is in March. As I showed at the meeting, in almost all districts, there is a significant discrepancy between the Total Cohort Graduation rates, and the College and Career Readiness graduation rates, which look at students graduating that also had at least a 75 on the Regents ELA, AND and 80 on a math Regents. SED will provide this information in March for the 2006 four year cohort as of June 2010.
· Regent fora – was postponed due to inclement weather.

· What’s missing from this reporting environment or why would we still need Level 1, other than to load data?

· Cognos will be down Feb. 18th to morning of the 22nd for maintenance: The maintenance was performed and we are good to go with Cognos.
· New College and Career Readiness Report: We are developing a report for districts that shows them the information discussed above.
· New College and Career Readiness by College Enrollment Report: This report is in the College Tracking Service Reports folder. It shows the percentages of students attending 2 and 4 year colleges, etc., that have at least a 75 on an ELA regents, and an 80 on a math Regents exam.
· One day cohort in L2 report: We reviewed Ken Wagner’s table of cohort changes. The one day cohort takes effect with the 2007 cohort.
· Portfolios: The district portfolios are available in DocSpot off our website. Please contact Larry Hunt if you have trouble accessing them. Lhunt@cnyric.org.
· Test Scoring Update

· Scan while you wait scheduling: We have a very constricted timeline for processing answer sheets. Scan while you wait seems to be well received by districts. The only problem is that many districts want to wait till the last day or so to do the scoring, which means that the scan while you wait schedule is full. It really would be helpful if districts could do the scoring towards the beginning of the window, which would give them and us, more time for scanning and verifications.
· TS User Group Meetings end of Jan. and early Feb.
· Update on Regents Scoring – Not too bad. Couple of glitches occurred that we can help districts avoid in the future.

· RTI update: It looks like many districts are starting the process which is due July 2011. If any district needs support or information on RTI related processes or tools, please have them contact either Terry Ward or Larry Hunt. (tward@cnyric.org, or lhunt@cnyric.org)
· Additional Issues: 
· Road Show dates are scheduled – We will be at Oswego BOCES on March 4th, at OCM BOCES on March 11th, at TST on March 21st, and at Cayuga BOCES on March 25th. The meetings are to address any questions and concerns you may have on anything from Test Scoring to verification, to accountability updates, etc. We have some broad topics we can discuss, but we’d like them to be more about meeting your needs, than meeting ours, so please contact me if you have topics you’d like us to discuss.
· Rick Stiggins workshop on March 7th. Currently booked for Driver’s Village: The cost is $50, but you get the book (Assessment Balance and Quality) and lunch. The workshop is on developing a balanced assessment plan for your district. Rick is a national expert on Assessment for Learning. This is a great opportunity for our RIC and BOCES, and the cost is incredibly reasonable. All districts could benefit from this workshop and from Rick’s expertise.
