Data Administrator’s Meeting for October 13, 2011 
Meeting held at OCM (DLC), and video-conferenced at Homer HS (room 101) Cayuga, TST, and Oswego BOCES from 1- 3 pm
· Accountability Update

· 3-8 and HS certification update – questions or concerns: 
· Test Dates and changes to the assessments: Critical path is due out to districts soon. 
· August Grad data will be available to be loaded Oct. 29th. Look for the Level 2 Total Cohort Summary report to provide updated information on the August grades. The 2007 four year cohort and the 2006 five year cohort will now include Aug. grads.

· BEDS Memo and Certification Deadlines for 3-8, HS, SWD
· BEDS reports: BEDS reports available on L2RPT Nov. 15th and certification deadline is currently Dec. 15th.
· District Data Source Matrix and what’s new for 11-12: If you have not done so, please update this and send a copy to me and I’ll put them together on a master spreadsheet. We’ve created new fields and categories based on the new requirements. Please contact me if there are any questions. It would also be helpful to know where your teacher evaluation ratings will be kept, such as your HR system.
· UIAS update: Look for changes early in Nov. to some of the reports since they seemed to create more work for districts, such as the False Transfer report
· Update on nySTART versus L2RPT- nySTART has been descoped. If you did not download reports it is too late. The school report card is available but little else.
· Board of Regents Updates/Policy Changes – The BOR is looking at Test Integrity issues with both Regents and 3-8 scoring. They did make policy changes, but teachers can continue to proctor their classrooms, but will no longer be allowed to score their own students’ exams.
· Level 0-7.0, Historical Updates and Level 0 Express: Level 0 has been updated. It is much more user friendly, and there are a number of cosmetic changes. We are providing training to districts on Oct. 31st, and Nov. 14th. You can register at MLP if interested. 
· Teacher of Record and Teach IDs : All districts have to enter their TOR data this year, with the exceptions of Non Publics. If your student management system is not able to load this data, please contact me. If that is the case you will have to use Level 0 to input your data. There were several questions regarding TOR scenarios, however, districts only need to choose one TOR for each course tied to a state assessment for 11-12.
· SIRS manual update: Yuk!!! No one around the state is happy about this. SED is providing links and not a document. 
· NYSSIS – process issues/importance of getting it correct: Please don’t simply create a new student if you aren’t sure. That only creates more problems for several people down the road. Please pay attention to the fact that many foster kids don’t have the same parent from district to district. That doesn’t mean they aren’t the same student.  

· CTE reporting – some districts did not report. I noticed that a few districts did not report CTE for the 10-11 school year. Make sure that if you use Level 0, that you load all program service files each time, otherwise you will overwrite the files with incomplete data.
· Refresh Schedules – Weekly - Begin each Thursday morning promptly at 7 am but not for the next couple of weeks. Special Education Program Data will now be pulled every Wednesday.
· SED Update?
· ESEA Waiver Status – Ira powerpoint and Think Tank update: SED continues to go forward to pursue their own accountability system. They are making strides on a growth model similar to that of Colorado. In the new system, there will no longer be districts in need of improvement. More information will be forthcoming as we get further into the process. SED is looking to submit the application in Feb.
· Reportcard.nysed.gov: Check it out, a very nice and useful site.
· AIS memo: If there is any concern about what AIS is please refer to this memo.
· Data Portal Update – Wireless Generation: Wireless Generation’s contract with SED was voided because Rupert Murdock owns the company, and did not have to bid on the contract. The Comptroller now wants this put out to bid, so it should be some time before we get a new vendor and a prototype.
· What’s new in Reporting?
· Data Coordinator Calendar : Lori DeForest reviewed the calendar. Next up is BEDS day certification, so start preparing for that now.
· ISR update – processed 205,000
· Test Scoring Update
· Regents Processing Updates : SED disclosed that there was significant cheating going on with Regents exams. Newspaper and news articles followed looking into this scandal. It is not concern in our region because of the TeleForm process we use. The answer sheets also require black or blue ink, thereby making earasure analysis a non-factor. SED still wants an independent group to complete an erasure analysis or cross-out analysis of 10 percent of all assessments going forward. 
· Printing of Regents and RCT testing materials: The RIC will be offering this service to our districts. We will be sending out additional information as we get closer to the Regents testing period.
· SED initiatives to mitigate cheating – Test Integrity Memo: I mentioned this above.
· RTI update – Terry Ward: Please see our website for any updates
· Additional Issues: 
· BARS: Noami held a training in October that was very well received. BARS is a terrific product that sells itselfAimsWeb

· VPORT/DIBELS: We have  a contract with VPORT and have been working with districts to load and score their DIBELS data. 
· RTIm Direct: this is now supported by the DWTS department. Please contact Michele Rourke or Arlene Frei with any questions.
· eDoctrina: We have also begun supporting eDoctrina with a couple of districts. This is a very teacher friendly and useful tool for creating formative assessments, but also for analyzing student skills.
