Data Administrator’s Meeting for December 8, 2011 
Meeting held at CNYRIC (rooms 1 and 2) and video-conferenced at Homer HS (room 101) Cayuga, TST, and Oswego BOCES from 1- 3 pm
· Accountability Update

· 3-8 and HS certification update – BEDS, VR reports, Aug Grads.: BEDS certification has been extended to Jan. 12, 2012. This means that the last chance to refresh your data will be Jan. 5th, at 7:00 am. There is a BEDS report at Level 2 that needs to be verified. There will also be additional BEDS reports that will need to be certified in Jan. which relate to SA129, and GED students, among several others. It also looks like this BEDS reporting doesn’t end until sometime in April, when there will be a final certification.
· District Data Source Matrix update: We are changing the matrix once again. I’ll notify everyone when it becomes available on the website. We need folks to fill out each of the fields. Please don’t leave any fields blank, or with question marks. Call with any questions.
· Level 0-7.0, Historical Updates and Level 0 Express: We are updating to the latest version of Level 0, but in addition to that, after Jan. the RICs will be given access to a new tool called Level 0 Historical. It is not Level 0 and isn’t related to it, but SED decided to give it a name to confuse it with Level 0. Anyhow, once it is tested by the RICs, it will be released to districts in “read only” status for a few months. After that, districts should be allowed to make their own historical changes. For the time being, please keep a record/copy of your historical changes in a folder so that once the application becomes available, districts will be able to make the changes. 
· Teacher of Record – Lots of confusion: Mary Brady explained several terms and processes that SED will use to collect student/teacher/course linkages for both enrollments and attendance. SED is working on a guidance document that should help explain much of this. I will definitely send out additional information as I get it from the state.
· SIRS manual update: As everyone knows the manual is online this year.
· Targeted Assistance Program records, and PK/UPK program records: These are new records for this year, and districts now need to report types of Targeted Assistance programs students are attending, and if students are in a PK/UPK, what type of program that is as well. Documentation was sent to districts a couple of times from me explaining the codes. The document is also available on the DW website, under “Data Administrator Meeting Handouts, under Documents and Resources.”
· Refresh Schedules – Weekly – Each Thursday. Special Education Program Data will now be pulled every Wednesday. SED has changed the date of their refresh schedues. The following is from SED.
