Status of BEDS Day Verification Reports – Dec 1

The BEDS Day Enrollment Verification Reports by Location of Enrollment that were re-deployed earlier this week properly contain only the actual BEDS schools in the district (.e.g., the Elem, Middle and High schools) plus, if applicable, a virtual school labeled “Universal PK – XXXXXXXX0666” that contains counts of  UPK students that are in Community-based Settings.  A sample of the listing for Albany looks like:

The entry labeled as “District BEDS Total” is properly a sum of counts for the listed BEDS schools including the “Universal PK – XXXXXXXX0666” entry if present.  

The “All Students” line on the “District BEDS Total” report replicates what was formerly collected in item “1a” on the BEDS District Summary Form via the BEDS Online and represents the district’s official grade-by-grade BEDS enrollment.  The same “All Students” line on a school level report represents the school’s official grade-by-grade BEDS enrollment.      

The Location of Enrollment reports by design do NOT include homebound, home schooled or out-of-district placements that are NOT part of the BEDS Day enrollment for a district.  Homebound, home schooled and out-of-district placements should not appear anywhere in the verification reports that you are currently seeing; not in the primary report by Location of Enrollment and not in the Student Detail report.

For November/December the only reports you will see are the ones you currently do by Location of Enrollment.  In mid- to late January the Department expects to deploy three additional report: 
1) by District of Residence
2) for District Pre-K
3) counts used in State Aid Calculations.  
Data contained in the three reports listed above continue to be collected in the BEDS Online for 2011-12 and the BEDS Online will be the official source for these data for 2011-12 for State aid purposes.
